HAPPY NEW YEAR!  Our theme for this half term is Space.  

It has been a very busy  week in Thames Class. This week our 
focus book was ôHow to Catch a Starõ by Oliver Jeffers. 

LITERACY  The children wrote in speech bubbles what they 
thought the boy was saying in one of the pictures. They also 
sequenced pictures from the story and talked about the 
events. The Year 1 children wrote one or more sentences to 
go with each of six pictures from the story.  

MATHS  We have been focussing on 2D and 3D shapes ð sorting, naming and talking 
about the properties. Year 1 sorted a collection of 3D shapes according to whether they 
would ro ll, stack or both. They concluded that they roll on the curved surface s and 
stack on the flat face s. They also discussed positions of particular shapes in models.  
The Reception children also investigated sharing amounts up to 10 in different way s. 
They counted back from 10 to 1 or 0 and added a ôblast-off!õ 

PHONICS  Reception are revisiting Phase 2, focussing on letter formation , and reading 
and writing cvc words.  Year 1 have started Phase 5,  alternative ways of writing 
graphemes wh (w), ph (f ), and a y (ai). 

SCIENCE  We looked at how things change  ð how trees change through the seasons, 
what happens as an apple decays, and how people change as they grow.  

In the story, the boy had lunch. 
We talked about healthy food 
and the children collected 
together food to make a healthy 
lunch.  òYouõd have fruit and 
vegetables.ó (Grace) òTomato, 
lettuce and bread. I also would 
have ham . Pear is healthy, bread 
is healthy and sweetcorn, and 
lettuce and apple  and Lemon. 
Waffle isnõt healthy, or 
doughnut or pizza or cake .ó (Leo)  
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
