They interpret a range of
sources of geographical information
including maps, diagrams, globes,
aerial photographs and Geographical
Information Systems (GIS).

studied;

use symbols and keys (including the
use of Ordnance Survey maps), to
build their knowledge of the United
Kingdom and the wider world;

begin to use fieldwork to observe and
present the human and physical
features in the local area using sketch
maps, plans and digital technologies;
use key vocabulary to demonstrate

knowledge and understanding in this
strand.

Children will become confident in
collecting, analysing, and
communicating a range of data.
Children can explain how the Earth’s
features at different scales are shaped,
interconnected and change over time.

use the eight points of a compass,
four and six-figure grid references,
symbols and key (including the use of
Ordnance Survey maps) to build their
knowledge of the United Kingdom
and the wider world;

human features using a range of
methods, including sketch maps,
plans and graphs, and digital
technologies;

use key vocabulary to demonstrate
knowledge and understanding in this
strand.
